Dear Friends,

It's rather odd that many ideas about God float around and lodge in
our minds that have little or nothing to do with the Bible. Even in
the church we find this.

We have just celebrated Pentecost in both our churches in a year
full of significance and history for us. Buxton URC celebrating 200
years of life and Fountain Square Church, Tideswell celebrating
200 years of Methodism and 180 years of the URC, a combined
380 years of non conformist witness in the village. We have so
much to be grateful for to our sustaining and enlivening God.

Isn’t that what Pentecost is about? Our enlivening God! It can be
tempting to read Acts 2 and all that follows and think of it as
something wonderful that happened once upon a time. Yet Peter
preached, “this gift is for you, your children, and all who are far off
who the Lord our God will call.” It is so encouraging that Acts 2
was just a beginning, so encouraging that we too are inheritors of
the promised Holy Spirit. Without him our churches, or should |
say, God’s churches, would not be here today. We are enlivened
and sustained by him, in fact we are wholly dependant upon him
and it's good to remember that.

| am also so encouraged by what Pentecost means for humanity.
We can easily fall into the way of thinking that God is constantly
angry with humanity and would wash his hands of us. But that is
not true. The amazing thing about the coming of Jesus Christ is
that he makes it clear to us that despite everything, the way we
behave towards God, each other and the world, God loves us and
would do anything to make things right between us. Easter
reminded us that in fact God did do the ultimate to make things
right between us. Pentecost tells us that now God wishes to make
his home with us — God has moved in! What a thought! Peter’s
sermon rightly states, that anyone God calls and who opens their
heart to the Lord Jesus will find that God takes residence and
dwells with them. The Apostle Paul puts it like this: “The Holy



Spirit dwells in your inner being”; isn't that our experience, and isn’t
it a wonderful fact!

The truth then is that God is far from a God who is always cross
and who cannot be pleased. He is a God who knows what we are
like but who nevertheless wants to share our lives and move in
with us. This is possible because God has made it possible
through the Lord Jesus’ reconciling work. It is not something we
do, it is all from God, because he loves us to the uttermost.
